Talon to offer shuttle from N.Y. to S. Florida; AIRLINES 
Talon Air, a Farmingdale, N.Y.-based luxury air charter company, said it will offer shuttles from New York to South Florida this winter, from mid-November through March 2007. 

Talon Air said it will station three of its aircraft, a King Air B200, Hawker 400 XP and a Baron 58, in South Florida along with pilots and maintenance staff. 

The shuttle will serve New York Metropolitan airports including Teterboro, Republic, Westchester and Morristown airports and South Florida airports including Opa-locka, Fort Lauderdale Executive and Palm Beach. 

For the winter shuttle, Talon will be offering a flat rate on each aircraft when a client purchases a package of flights to be used by April 2007. 

Flights on a Hawker 400 XP, for example, will cost $13,000 one-way on unrestricted travel days. Flights booked on the same aircraft southbound on a Sunday and northbound on a Thursday will cost $11,500, one-way.
